Council launches first online entertainment package
 
Families in isolation will still be able to go to the theatre when Marion Council launches its first online entertainment package next week.
 
The series will open with a free puppet workshop broadcast live on Facebook from the Marion Cultural Centre’s Domain Theatre at 11am on Wednesday, 8 April.
 
Let’s Play Puppets will teach kids and adults confined by the coronavirus how to entertain an audience using hand puppets and props, and includes a performance. 
 
The 60-minute show will be the curtain-raiser for dozens of online activities, including art classes, music workshops, exercise for seniors, competitions, and webinars from award-winning authors, including Fiona McIntosh.
 
Marion Mayor Kris Hanna said Council was delivering services in new and exciting ways. 
 
“The impact of COVID-19 means we have to be innovative in how we serve our community,” Mayor Hanna said.
 
“Our libraries, neighbourhood centres, and the Marion Cultural Centre will be broadcasting into people’s homes. 
 
“Families are encouraged to share, ‘like’, and comment on the broadcasts via Facebook. 
 
“Entertainment and learning are important in reducing the effects of social isolation. The show must go on.”
 
Let’s Play Puppets will be delivered by one of South Australia’s premier puppeteers, Sue Harris.
 
“I will show people how to bring stories to life with puppets,” Ms Harris said. 
 
“Kids and adults will learn how to add personalities to glove puppets and express emotions with movement during mini plays. The workshop will fire people’s imagination.”
