$5m election promise greenlights sports club rebuild
Marion Council has welcomed a $5 million federal funding commitment to build a new Mitchell Park Sports Club and Community Centre.

At a rally today of more than 200 people, candidate for Boothby Nadia Clancy announced a Shorten Labor Government would invest in rebuilding the complex at Bradley Grove Reserve.

Mayor Kris Hanna said the announcement was fantastic news for the community.

"The club is long overdue for an upgrade and the local community will be delighted with the news,” Mayor Hana said.
“Council has committed $10 million towards renewing the facility.

“The pledge of $5 million from Nadia Clancy will make it bigger and better for the whole community to enjoy.”

An expanded facility would include:

· An indoor stadium for basketball, netball, volleyball and other recreation

· Facilities for football, tennis and cricket

· A gym, change rooms, kiosk, expanded car parking

· A neighbourhood centre delivering community programs

Mayor Hanna said the Council had worked hard with the club and Ms Clancy to deliver the expanded facility.

“I want to thank the club volunteers who have got behind Council’s push to build a bigger and better complex,” Mayor Hanna said.
Marion Council has run a grassroots campaign to secure the extra funding, including staging a rally, placing advertisement in the local newspaper and delivering flyers to households.
Mayor Hanna said the centre will create jobs and opportunities for local businesses, and address a shortage of indoor sports facilities in the region.

“People power helped deliver the Oaklands Crossing upgrade at the last federal election and it helped renew Mitchell Park Sports Club and Community Centre this time,” he said.
