Free event opens $825,000 reserve upgrade
The $825,000 upgrade of Oaklands Estate Reserve will be opened at a free community event on Saturday, 25 May.

The work completes the final stage of the 12-hectare Oaklands Reserve Precinct which includes a wetland, skate park, education centre and rotunda.

New features at the 6.5 hectare reserve include water and sand play areas, a climbing frame with ropes, a timber canoe, a new playground, and more than 2700 trees, shrubs and plants.

Additionally, two kilometres of paths, three shelters and two barbecues have been installed. 
Mayor Kris Hanna said the new-look park would bring families closer to nature. 

“Oaklands Estate Reserve contains a huge amount of open space and natural play areas for families to have fun and relax in,” Mayor Hanna said.

“Children can swing on ropes, balance on logs, climb and kick a ball.
“The improvements reflect the community’s wishes of enhancing the natural beauty of the park. I invite people to join me to celebrate this exciting project.”
Mayor Kris Hanna will officially open Oaklands Estate Reserve at 11.30am on Saturday, 25 May.

Free activities will run from 11am to 1pm and include kite flying, orienteering, arts and crafts using natural materials, and a barbecue. 

Other improvements include artworks to reflect the site’s Kaurna and European history.

Council provided $675,000 of funding for the reserve and the State Government $150,000 through the Fund My Neighbourhood program.

Mayor Kris Hanna said: “The upgraded reserve combines with the wetland, skate park, rotunda and education centre to be a drawcard for the region.

“The site brings the community close to nature in a unique manner. People can enjoy the natural environment, exercise, and have fun.”   

The Oaklands Reserve Precinct represents a more than $11.5 million investment with funding from Council, State and Federal governments. 

The first stage of the precinct included the wetland, which opened in late 2013. 

A skate park opened in 2015, a rotunda, trike track, basketball and netball area in 2018, and the education centre in March this year.
