Dogs and owners run free at park opening

Dogs and their owners will run free at the official opening of the new-look Hazelmere Road Reserve from 9am to 12 midday, this Saturday 10 August.


The upgrade has got tails wagging with separate fenced areas for “all” dogs and small dogs, drink fountains with dog bowls, trees, paths, landscaping, two new shelters, and seating.

Council has invested $270,000 in the work, which formalises the park as a destination for dogs of all sizes.

Mayor Kris Hanna called on dogs everywhere to celebrate.

“Hazelmere Road Reserve has been a popular destination for dogs for many years,” Mayor Hanna said.

“Dogs can now run free and play in their own park. This is ‘pawsitively’ great news for canines. 
“I invite dogs of all breeds to bring their owners and join in the celebrations.”  
The opening event includes stalls selling doggie bandanas, treats, caps and homewares. 

There’ll be giveaways and a raffle. People can shake paws with dogs up for adoption through SA Dog Rescue, and meet staff from the Animal Welfare League. 

Holdfast Dog Centre will put pooches through their paces on an obstacle course, and there’ll be a DJ, free barbecue, and coffee van.   

The reserve is fully fenced and has two double gates to help keep dogs safe while entering and exiting the park. 

The small dog off-leash area is 2500 sq m and the “all” dog area 12,500 sq m.
Dogs must be under effective control at all times. 
Work began in March and was undertaken by South Australian company Landscape Construction Services.

There is a playground separate to the dog off-leash areas, and two toilets.  


Marion’s only other official dog park is Reserve Street Reserve in Trott Park.
Hazelmere Road Reserve dog park is on the corner of Hazelmere Road and Oaklands Road, Glengowrie.
