ASO and The Voice star bring Sunset Symphony to Marion

For the first time, the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra will join star of TV’s The Voice Henry Olonga for a sunset picnic concert in Warriparinga Wetlands in November.

Mr Olonga and the 47-piece Adelaide Symphony Orchestra (ASO) headline Marion Council’s Sunset Symphony on 9 November, which also features wetland tours, family craft, and more.
Set in the heart of Marion, the wetlands will provide Mr Olonga, a former international cricketer, and the ASO with a stage known for its natural beauty.
Sunset Symphony is the ASO’s first outdoor concert of its type in seven years, with the 5000 tickets priced from just $12.

Mayor Kris Hanna has invited music fans and families to Marion for the evening picnic concert, which will also feature indigenous dancers performing a Welcome to Country.
“This will be a concert everyone can enjoy. We’re taking popular classics out of the concert hall and bringing them to our community in a wetland setting,” Mayor Hanna said.

“I invite everyone to bring a picnic hamper to celebrate the ASO and Henry Olonga performing under a summer sky at the beautiful Warriparinga Wetlands.
“Tickets are affordable, the area is accessible, and the show is going to be unmissable.”

Adelaide’s own Henry Olonga said: “I am thrilled and privileged to have been invited to perform with the extraordinary talent of the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra. People will hear me sing moving songs from musicals and classic works”.
Sarah Bleby, the director of commercial and special programs at Adelaide Symphony Orchestra, said: “Warriparinga is a special location, and we know it will be a stunning setting for people to experience our 47-piece symphony orchestra.

“We’re excited to be accompanying the charismatic and talented Henry Olonga. It’s going to be a very special night.”

Food trucks will sell cuisine from around the world, along with water and soft drinks. Alcoholic beverages will be available for purchase from event sponsor Patritti Wines.

Concert-goers have their choice of two viewing areas, with premium and general admission tickets available for purchase. 
City of Marion residents can purchase discounted tickets. Premium tickets will cost residents $20 for an unobstructed view while general admission tickets are priced at $12.

General admission tickets are priced at $20 each for non-Marion residents. Premium tickets will cost non-residents $30 each for an unobstructed view. Giant screens will be erected in the general admission area to aid viewing.
Children aged five and under are free. 
Gates open at 5pm, with the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra performing between 7pm and 9pm.
