Council green lights $15m facility for design stage

The $15 million rebuild of Mitchell Park Sports and Community Centre moved a step closer on Tuesday night after Marion Council gave the green light for the project to proceed to the design stage.

Council endorsed an independent report which confirmed the redevelopment met its strategic and legislative requirements.

Work on detailed designs for the new facility will begin in December so construction can start in the first quarter of 2021.

The new facility will include:

· Indoor multipurpose courts for basketball, netball, volleyball and other recreation

· Facilities for football, tennis and cricket

· A group fitness room, change rooms, kiosk/canteen, expanded car parking

· A neighbourhood centre delivering community programs


Mayor Kris Hanna said the decision formalised the next stage of development.
   
"Council has worked hard to deliver the upgrade of Mitchell Park Sports and Community Centre. It’s exciting to see it move closer to reality,” Mayor Hanna said.

“The new facility will be a much-needed boost for local sports clubs and residents. It also has the potential to attract new users.” 

Council is investing $10 million towards renewing the facility. The Australian Government is providing $5 million of funding thanks to an election promise by Member for Boothby Nicolle Flint. 
Construction of the new centre is expected to be completed in 2022. 

Section 48 reports are required under the Local Government Act for council projects that cost more than $4 million. The report includes:

· Project details and rationale

· Alignment to community needs, Council and State Government plans

· Contribution to the development of the economy

· Consultation with stakeholders

· Financial assessments

· Project plan
