Australia’s biggest arts festival comes to Marion

Local residents will have front row seats when the curtain goes up on the Adelaide Fringe this week. 
For the first time, the Marion Cultural Centre will host more than 30 shows from the Fringe, including international comedians and some of the state’s finest musicians, dancers and alternative entertainers.

The 30-day program will be launched with free live music, food trucks, and an Etsy street market of 60 stalls selling handmade crafts at 5pm on Friday, 15 February. 
The Marion Fringe Hub includes acts as diverse as Wild Night Australia, a showcase of 15 multicultural bands and artists, and comedy Honey I Shrunk the Bogan.
There will be a performance of contemporary Indian dance by Dancing Sutra, and family comedy and magic shows by Scott Stunz.
Mayor Kris Hanna said the Marion community would be in the “front row”.  
“Holding the event at the Marion Cultural Centre makes it easy for local families to enjoy the Fringe,” Mayor Hanna said. 
“There’s a lot of weird stuff happening, come down and take a look.”
The Marion Fringe Hub program and booking details are available at marion.sa.gov.au. 
The hub includes the Adelaide Fringe Comedy Gala that will see a line-up of top international comedians perform a two hour show at 8pm on Friday, 1 March. 

Other highlights include the Marion Fringe Carnival with roving performers, live music, art installations and boutique food and wine on the weekend of Saturday, March 2 and 3.
The biennial multicultural festival, Marion Celebrates, is included in the program on Saturday, 23 February. 

The Marion Fringe Hub includes 32 events and runs from 15 February to 16 March.
