Hundreds expected as Marion stands with Christchurch

Muslim and non-Muslim Australians will this Sunday come together in an act of solidarity following the tragic events in Christchurch.

The Marion Goodwill Barbecue in Park Holme will include the lighting of 50 candles to recognise the people killed in the shooting, prayers led by an Imam, and a minute’s silence.

A condolence book will be available for people to write and draw messages in and will be presented to the Marion Mosque at a later date. 
The event is being organised by Marion Council and the Islamic Society of South Australia. It follows a gathering at Marion Mosque in March, which attracted more than 1000 people.
